Please reach out directly to 
your academic department with any inquiries regarding allocations. They are solely responsible for whom they allocate and what criteria they place on who is 
eligible to be allocated.

Family Housing
Tenants may remain in family housing for the duration of their Normative Time to Degree (as established by their academic department) or a lifetime maximum 
tenancy of seven years, whichever comes first. This limit is cumulative (including any time spent in single graduate housing) and does not reset if a tenant 
moves out then back in or if they start a new program.
